6.	 Encourage parents to use Edline, the district's online portal that allows them to 
keep up-to-date information on their child's academic progress. 

7.	 Update and keep current the school web page. 
8. Provide monthly calendars and newsletters.
 
9, Provide academic progress notes every three weeks.
 
10, Continue to recrUit volunteers for help with various school activities.
 
11. Continue to publish a school annual. 
12. Communicate school news to the public monthly via the local radio station and 

newspaper. 
13. Sponsor Families Building Better Readers Workshop for 1st grade parents.
