Check back over your answers if you finish early. Be sure that you answer what is asked and that you

did not make errors if the question is a math problem.

Clues in the passage or problem help you figure out key words.
EaT a good breakfast with plenty of protein the morning of the test.

Sleep well the night before the test. Go to bed early and get plenty of rest.
